Youth will build their understanding of Wisconsin culture and 
history on this experience.  The cost of $175 includes all lodging, meals, 
admission and transportation.

Please provide at least 10 business days before your 
meeting/program/project meeting so Heidi can work with you and program 
leadership to have your program successfully approved.  We look forward to 
having more small in person programs happen in the near future! 

Discover 4-H is coming!  This six week SPIN (Special Interest) Club is open 
to anyone interested in learning more about the 4-H program.  The 
program will kick off with an informational night about the 4-H program, 
followed by six weeks of hands-on learning opportunities, ending with a 
celebration.  Please encourage any family who is thinking about joining 
4-H to participate in this program.   The registration fee is $15 and includes 
all materials, except for basic school supplies (ie markers) and perishable 
items. 4-H program membership is not required at the end and the 
program will help connect families to local clubs.
